Safety in School
At Park School, we are fully aware of our responsibility to keep your daughter safe when she is in our care: -

· We have a Health and Safety policy which ensures that all activities in school are managed safely. This includes activities in classrooms and those that take place in P.E. lessons. Each room is monitored to ensure that all are safe for the activities that take place within them. 
· We have regular fire practices, so that all the pupils know what they must do if the Fire Alarm should sound. All exits are clearly marked, and escape routes from each room are indicated.
· The school is a secure environment. There is no access to the building during the school day except via the entry-phone operated main door. No child is allowed to leave the premises without written permission from her parents, unless they are being collected by a parent or guardian. A record is maintained of who is in the school throughout the day. Your daughter will not be allowed to stay on the premises after school hours for any reason without written permission from you.
· If as parents you have any reason to communicate with your daughter during the school day, we ask that you do so via the School Office.

· Your daughter may be ill during the school day, or may need to take medicines that have been prescribed for her. We have clear procedures covering these circumstances. (See Medical, Illness and Accidents Policy) 
· All accidents, illness and taking of medicines is assessed and dealt with by a trained first-aider. We ask that your daughter does not take any medication in school without making us aware that she intends to do so. 
· When your daughter enters the school, it is your responsibility to inform us of any medical conditions or dietary requirements she has that will need monitoring in the school environment.
· Parents will be given appropriate written advice on any health issue that may arise, including government initiatives. 
· The school is aware of the need for e-safety. All ICT equipment used by pupils is fitted with the appropriate filters. 

· Your daughter will have opportunities to take part in school trips, either at home or abroad. All necessary risk assessments are carried out when planning these activities. Parents are given full details of activities, travelling arrangements and costs. When the trip is extended in nature, you will have the opportunity to meet with staff prior to trip and so be fully informed about all the aspects of the activities that may take place. For extended trips, we insist that you attend all meetings prior to giving permission for your daughter to take part. 
· Before any activity outside school, you will be asked to complete a risk assessment form, in compliance with current legislation. A copy of this form may be obtained from the school office.
